Mike will be relinquishing his Executive Director duties at
Tennant Metals to take up the Finance Director role with the Company.

Mike will continue to hold shares in Tennant Metals. Tennant Metals has a copper cathode offtake
agreement with the Company in relation to all of the demonstration plant production and 20-40%
(depending on conditions) of the proposed full scale production from the Wetar Copper Project. As
disclosed below, Mike and Tennant Metals also hold shares in the Company.
